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Biological Characteristics of Theridion pinastri

Abstract The observation of the biological characteristics of Theridion pinastri was conducted in a pine forest in the

seashore area of Rizhao Shandong Province from 1998 to 2003. It shows T'. pinastri reproduces annually in this

area emergence in April mature in late May mate in early June and oviposit in mid June. lis average incubation

period is 7.8 days larva period 362.3 days and adult period 51.3 days. Its number ratio of male to female is 3:2.

An adult T'. pinastri is an important natural enemy of various insect pests. It kills 12.1 Aphis robiniae on average

each day. It is very sensitive to chemical insecticide. Prohibition of chemical insecticide in forest is the key to protect

the larva and adult T'. pinasiri.
