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The Avifauna of Momoge Nature Reserve in Jilin Province

Abstract The avifauna at the Momoge Nature Reserve was surveyed from May 2003 to July 2006. 298 species were
recorded during the survey. Among of which 172 species were non-passeriformes and 126 species were
passeriformes. Most of the birds were travelling birds and summer migrants travelling birds 52% sunmmer migrants
32% winter migrants 11% residents 5%  There were 128 species of breeding birds in the area including 73.44%
palaearctic realm species 6.25% oriental realm species and 20.31% wide spread species. Obviously the palaearctic
realm species were the dominant. There were 50 species of national protected wildlife in the nature reserve.
