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Winter Daily Activity Rhythm and Time Budget of Ibex Capra ibex
in Tomur Protected Area Xinjiang

Abstract The daily activity rhythm and time budget of Ibex Capra thex were recorded in Tomur Protected Area of
Xinjiang from October to December 2005. Totally 193 ibex were scan sampled in daytime from 7 00 to 18 30. Two
activity peaks was noticed first at 08 00 — 08 30 and the second at 16 30— 17 00. By the focus on 42 individuals
those animals spent most of their time on feeding 61%  19% of time on moving and 15% of time on standing.
Sunlight human activities and livestock are the main factors to affect the Ibex’ s behavior.
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
