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Abgract : The population of Micratus fortis calamorum had entered one peak of multi-annua population fluctuation
snce 2005 in Dongting Lake Area. Sxme behavior of M. f. calamorum was observed during migration from beach and
idand hahitat to farmland due to population outbreak ,in 2007. The migration from beach and idand habitat to farmland
was with characterigtic of looking for refuge. A mgjority of population died during migration while the survival's crowded
many temporary colonies under done falen tree ,brushwood or tusock ,and other coverts when they got a dike. One
north laer ,the voles digributed into farmland and uncultivated land. They gathered in areawith flouri shing the weed ,
and fed on dl eaable plant during migration ,aswell asthe bark of blaged trees. S ,they damaged the crops serioudy
duringtheir migration. It will be helpful to control the harm and to learn ther life higory by undersanding their
migration behavior.
